Information for completing the requisition and preparing the specimen:

Be sure the blue top specimen tube has sufficient volume of media in the
bottom. The fluid level should be just below the “1” mark on the tube.

The specimen (transfer tube) must be labeled with at least the patient’s
name or the specimen will be rejected. This name must match the name on
the requisition.

The specimen cannot be over 5 days old when received at DIATHERIX
Laboratories or it will be rejected.

Read all instructions for collecting or shipping a sample before beginning
the collection.

Write legibly and provide all the necessary information on the requisition.
Wounds should be cleaned with sterile gauze and sterile saline to remove
any ointment before the sample swab is collected.

The Specimen Type refers to the type of specimen sent, such as a swab, a
wash, an aspirate and so forth. The Specimen Type should be written on
the requisition.

The Specimen Source refers to the origin of the specimen, such as nasal,
wound, nasopharyngeal, bronchial and so forth. The Specimen Source
should be written on the requisition.

DISCARD THE SWAB when you are finished inoculating the media in the
blue top tube. DO NOT BREAK OFF THE SWAB AND LEAVE IT IN THE TUBE.
This applies to both the standard swab and the nasopharyngeal swab.
Wipe away any excess liquid on the tube threads and screw the top down
tightly on the tube.

More than one biohazard specimen bag (containing one sample) can be put
in the small shipping box. The box will hold several sample bags. More than
one small box can fit in the Clinical Pak.

If DIATHERIX is billing the patient’s insurance, include the billing
information and attach a copy of the front and back of the patient’s
insurance card. The ordering physician must furnish at least one ICD-9 code
on the requisition.

Put the swab tip in the stool specimen and move around in a mixing motion to expose
the swab to as much stool specimen as possible.

Remove the swab from the specimen. Hold the blue top transport tube in a vertical
position and without contaminating the swab, place the swab in the transport tube and
roll the swab 5 times in the liquid in the bottom of the transport tube.

DISCARD THE SWAB, wipe any excess liquid from the threads of the transport tube and
screw the top tightly on the transport tube.

Label the transport tube with the patient’s first and last name and date of collection.
Completely fill out a DIATHERIX Laboratories requisition.

Place the blue top transport tube in the front of the biohazard transport bag with an
absorbent gauze and seal the bag. Place the completed requisition in the pocket in the
back of the biohazard transport bag. Each biohazard bag must contain only one patient’s
sample.

The biohazard bag containing the transport tube and requisition should be placed in a
cardboard container. The container should be placed in a Clinical Pak envelope.

The Clinical Pak should be sealed and labeled with a FedEx address stamp and sent
overnight to DIATHERIX Laboratories.
